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Academic  Costume 
and Regalia

Academic gowns represent a tradition handed down from the 
universities of the Middle Ages.  At that time, the gowns were a 
common dress for students and faculty.  The usual color of academic 
gowns is black, but the official color of the junior college gown is blue.

The bachelor’s gown is worn closed and has long sleeves; the master’s 
gown is worn open and has slits in the elbows of the sleeves; and the 
doctor’s gown, also worn open, is trimmed with velvet bands.

Before their present square mortarboard design, caps were originally 
round.  The hoods once served as cowls that could be slipped over 
the head for warmth.  Hoods are lined with colors of the college or 
university from which the wearer received his or her degree.  Trimming 
or color of the hood designates the degree.
